Your Excellency,

I am writing to you on behalf of a lawyer and human rights activist, Asma Ahmed, who was imprisoned in Khartoum on 4th May, although no charges were made against her. As a victim of a forced disappearance she is at risk of torture and other forms of inhuman treatment.

I call on you, Mr. President, and the Sudanese authorities to either charge her with a recognised criminal offence or release her immediately.

I also call on you to protect her from torture and other form of inhuman treatment while in prison.

Finally I call on the authorities of Sudan to provide Asma Ahmed with medical care she may require due to diabetes, to allow her access to a lawyer of her choice and to allow her contact with her family.
