it was brought to my attention through reports of Amnesty International, that a Sudanese named Meriam Yehya Ibrahim is to be flogged and hanged for ‘adultery’ and ‘apostasy’.  I call on You and the authorities of Sudan to stop the execution of Meriam Yehya Ibrahim, cancel the sentence condemning her and to free her immediately and unconditionally. She is a prisoner of conscience, imprisoned and persecuted solely for her beliefs and identity.

I also wish to point out to you the fact, that Articles 126 and 146 of the Criminal Code of Sudan, criminalising ‘apostasy’ and ‘adultery’, violate the obligations of Sudan under the international law of human rights.

Finally I also call on you, Excellency, to introduce a moratorium on death penalty, so that in the future it may be abolished in Sudan altogether. I also urge you to abolish flogging, which is a violation of international laws against torture.
